
Apply for admission - Complete the free application for 
admission online at MorganCC.edu/apply

Log into Navigate - This tool helps you stay 
on track to achieve your goals from the first 
day through graduation. 

Establish math & English placement - If you have ACT/SAT or 
placement test scores (completed in the last 5 years), or transcripts 
from another college, visit an academic advisor or take your college 
placement test at the MCC Testing Center.

Register for classes through Navigate - Complete your 
course registration as well as your Payment Agreement and 
COF authorization.

Pay for classes - Pay your bill through the College Store, your 
local MCC Center, or online in MyMCC.
