• 1-2 page statement that conveys who you are. Be creative, let us discover you! (Included in this form)
• Completed questionnaire (Included in this form)

APPLICANT REQUIREMENTS

• A minimum of 3.0 cumulative GPA at time of application is required in order to be selected.
• A minimum of 3.0 cumulative GPA each semester is required to remain in the Ambassador Program
• Applicants agree to a one-year minimum commitment to the program, as a MCC student.

DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES

2. Working at least 5 hours every week (20 hours per month) with the Ambassador Program to include outreach

opportunities or office hours. Office hours preferably are Wednesday’s from 11am to 2pm.
3. Attend, participate in and successfully complete all mandatory training, development and events conducted prior to,

during, and after each semester.
4. Attend the monthly meeting (2-hour mandatory); meetings will be held on the third Monday from 4pm - 6pm.

*Failure to meet this requirement may result in dismissal from the program.
5. Guide Individual and Group Tours of the Morgan Community College Campus.
